In  an  effort  to  remain  as  sustainable  as  possible,  we  use  wooden  half-
bushel  baskets  to  fill  each  share.    When  you  come  to  pick  up  your  
share,  return  your  current  
Please  keep  in  mind  we  allocate  three  baskets  for  each  share  
throughout  the  growing  season.      
  
Our  Newsletter  
  
We  send  out  a  weekly  newsletter  by  email  on  Saturdays.    It  contains  
recipes,  historical  information  on  particular  varieties,  farm  updates  
and  a  list  of  vegetables  you  can  expect  to  find  in  your  
share.  We  try  our  best  to  keep  to  the  list,  but  
sometimes  due  to  weather  or  growing  conditions  
substitutions  or  exclusions  may  occur.    
  
What  happens   going  on  vacation?  
  
You  are  welcome  to  donate  your  share  to  a  neighbor,  friend  or  family  
member  if  you  are  unable  to  use  it.    Please  contact  us  by  email  or  phone  
if  someone  will  be  picking  up  a  share  in  your  place.    Due  to  the  labor  
required  to  assemble  shares,  we  are  unable  to  hold  shares  past  the  
scheduled  pick  up  date.  
  
What  happens  if  I  forget  or  miss  my  scheduled  pick  up?  
  
Each  share  is  hand-picked  and  packed  when  the  produce  is  at  its  peak  
freshness.    Again,  due  to  the  labor  required  to  assemble  shares,  we  
are  unable  to  hold  shares  past  their  scheduled  pick  up  time  and  
location.    Any  share  that  is  not  picked  up  is  donated  to  someone  
available  to  use  it.
